INSTRUCTIONAL COMMITTEE 
 

We are planning two instructional nights for the 2010 season.  The first session will 
be Monday night, December 28th, from 5-6:30 pm for "beginner" curlers.  you will 
learn the proper delivery technique to stay balanced, release the stone straight to the 
broom, how to sweep efficiently, etc.  The second session will be Tuesday 
night, December 29th, from 5-6:30 pm for experienced curlers (and beginners) You 
will learn the proven strategy of Club curling; Team dynamics, guards (is the free 
guard that important for club curling?), when to throw a takeout, how to play with a 
lead or from behind, including how to play common situations based on your team's 
and the other team's capabilities.  Last year, both of theses sessions proved to be 
very informative for the beginners and the seasoned curlers.  It will be a great way to 
learn the game or unlearn some bad habits.  Additionally, individual instruction or just 
a tweak in fixing that "outside, pushed it wide" shot is available.  Just ask and we 
would be glad to meet with individuals or teams.
